Stan and
Haydain were generous with their assistance and their patience, and the end result was a few
great songs and even more great new contacts for my address book…

� May saw Atlantic Ave. playing a Mother’s Day show at Lulu’s Dine & Dance.  The evening was fairly quiet, until (and I know this

Since you’re reading this newsletter, it would seem that you’re a supporter of the independent musician.  You may then be interested
in the petition currently under distribution to change the way the CRTC requires Canadian radio stations to play Canadian content.
The original intention of the CanCon requirement was to promote the development of Canadian artists, and to support the Canadian
music production and services economy.  Unfortunately, the CanCon requirements are more often satisfied nowadays by the over-
playing of top-earning artists who no longer need that support, and who in fact enlist non-Canadian services to produce their albums.
Suggested amendments to the CanCon requirements would see incentives for radio stations to support emerging talent, which not
only provides welcome promotion for development artists, but also adds more variety and fresh sound to Canadian radio.
